INTRODUCTION OF SPECIAL GUESTS AND TOWN COUNCIL MEM BERS

Mayor Jayne introduced the Council Members who were present and 
acknowledged the contribution that many former Council Members have 
made to South Bethany through the years.
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• South Bethany had 15 Mayors from the time of Incorporation in 1969 to the 
present.  (Four of the former Mayors are deceased and one is in a home out-of-
state.)  Six of the former Mayors attended the ceremony and three sent regrets.  
One was mayor in two non consecutive terms.

• Robert Terrill, Mayor of South Bethany (1975-1976), had to cancel plans to attend 
but shared remembrances of his time in office.  He talked about how he and May 
Felerski searched for suitable land for a Town Hall.  He said that when Mrs. 
Richard Hall donated the land for the Town Hall she talked about putting tennis 
courts there also.  Bob noted that although many town residents were upset when 
they passed the lease law for dogs, the rental tax, and the parking passes that 
these are still in effect today. 

• Margaret Gassinger, Mayor of South Bethany (1980-1986) could not attend but 
commented on the changes in the Town during her six years as Mayor.  The first 
beach replenishment project was initiated during this period.  A number of new 
homes were built when the moratorium on building on the dunes was lifted in 
1981.   As the town grew so did the Town staff and their duties.

• Harry Woodruff, Mayor of South Bethany (1989-1990) was not at the ceremony 
but sent word that South Bethany is still the best little town to live in. 

• Mayor Gary Jayne introduced the former Mayors in the order in which they served

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Six Of The Former Mayors Were Present And Spoke About 
Their Remembrances Of South Bethany

• Harold Barber, Mayor of South 
Bethany (1972-1973),  spoke 
about the efforts to get the town 
incorporated, the pollution 
entering the South Bethany 
Canals from septic tanks and of 
the Town’s efforts to create the 
first Sussex County Sanitary 
District.  

• Robert McCarthy, Mayor of 
South Bethany (1976-1977), 
spoke about the Hall Family and 
the creation of Iggy Hall Park 
named in honor of the creator of 
South Bethany, Richard F. Hall.  
He stated that Mrs. Hall was 
disappointed that there really 
was no park, but only a 
triangular wooded area adjacent 
to the town hall.  Bob tried to 
improve it with a few picnic 
tables.

• Ronald Steen, Mayor of South 
Bethany (1977-1980), spoke 
about living in South Bethany 
year round and his house being 
the only one on his street with a 
light on in the winter.  A 
comment was made that his 
daughter was the first person to 
be born to parents living in 
South Bethany.
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Six Of The Former Mayors Were Present And Spoke About 
Their Remembrances Of South Bethany

• Herbert “Joe” Schaeffer, the longest serving 
Mayor of South Bethany, served two separate 
terms from 1996-1998 and 1990-2000.  Joe 
talked about the infrastructure of South Bethany 
and the improvements over the years which 
included the city water, the sewage system and 
improvements to the roads. Joe spoke about 
South Bethany being an extraordinary place, one 
where you can find all of the best attributes along 
the East Coast.

• Ted Marcucilli, Mayor of South Bethany (2000-
2001) using a  whereas clause said that he built 
his first home in South Bethany on the Ocean 
side in 1980, and his second and “forever” home 
on the Bay side in 1993.  So whereas, if he 
wanted to live in a 3 story home with 4,500 sq. 
feet of living space on a beautiful canal he would 
be living in South Bethany rather than in Ocean 
View, in a much smaller place.  Ted remembered 
when there were 60 year-round residents, and 
now there are 600.  He said that South Bethany is 
a very special place and that we are all lucky to 
be here. 

• Don Beck, Mayor of South Bethany (2002-2004) 
commented on the contribution to the Town that 
many former Town Council members have made 
through the years.  He spoke about several major 
projects that were started during his time as 
Mayor and completed during the present 
administration, including the canal dredging and 
the renovations to the Town Hall.  He said that 
the installation of the propane gas system for the 
Town was one of the improvements completed 
while he was Mayor. He also said that he was 
proud of the fact that his family is four of the 600 
permanent residents of South Bethany. 
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The 40th Anniversary was a time to share memories of South Bethany through the years.  For many residents, 
these memories span three or four generations of pleasant memories of summers spent with children and 
grandchildren at the beach.

Some of the memories that the early home-owners shared were:

When Richard Hall opened his real estate office, lots were selling for $800.00.  By 1959, lots were selling for 
$1,050.

The first two houses were built on the canals in 1953.  By 1960 there were several families living along the 
canals.  At that time the canals were not polluted and children spent their days swimming, fishing and boating in 
the canals.

The 37 homes on  the ocean front were destroyed by the storm of 1962.  After the storm, Bobby Bounds, a 
realtor, built several identical  homes on the ocean front, actually five of them. Three were built on the ocean 
front at S.3rd St. and two still remain.  Asking price, an astounding $25,000....and they did not sell quickly.

Columnist Robert Novak, who recently passed away, was the first resident to build ocean front at 1100 S. Ocean 
Drive after the storm.

In the late 60's and early 70's Ocean Drive as we know it did not exist.  There was no north-south road along the 
beach front, only service roads to houses on the dune. Any driver attempting to go north or south soon found 
that they were stuck in the sand.  Shovels and sheets of plywood were the order of the day for those 
homeowners who knew better, and they became the AAA of the future Ocean Drive.

Maintenance of the walkways was a constant challenge.  The nor'easters and high seas would wash them away 
leaving a deep drop off from the road. Getting to the beach was a perilous journey at times.  Many homes were 
bulkheaded to help with this problem.

During the 60’s and 70’s families, especially the teenagers, enjoyed bonfires on the beach at night.  Residents 
had to obtain a permit from the Town Clerk for the bonfires.

There were many changes to South Bethany by 1972.  York Beach and Paradise Shores were annexed to South 
Bethany.  The Beach Patrol was established in 1971 and South Bethany hired its first Police Officer. 

John Speer reflected on the contributions of 
our current Mayor, Gary L. Jayne, who has 
been our Mayor since 2004.  Under Gary’s 
leadership the canals have been dredged, the 
beach has had an impressive “50 year”
replenishment, and the new South Bethany 
Facilities (Town Hall & Police Station) have 
been constructed.  All being accomplished 
without putting the Town into debt.
