
 

 

 

TRAFFIC RESTRICTION AT KENT AVENUE AND BLACK GUM DRIVE 

At the November Town Council Workshop the ad hoc commi�ee on the traffic restric�on at Black Gum Drive 

appointed by the Mayor and Council recommended that the restric�on currently in effect daily from 7:00 

a.m. to 10:00 a.m. Memorial Day through Labor Day be retained but reduced to 7:00 a.m. to 8:30 a.m.  The 

Council voted to approve the recommenda�on.  The change will begin in 2012. 

This ad hoc commi�ee was formed because the Mayor felt that a review of the restric�on was necessary 

based on the results of the Town of South Bethany April 2011 Comprehensive Plan Community Survey.  The 

Mayor asked this commi�ee to: 

• Review the extensive and well-documented past regarding establishment of the restric�on, and conduct 

any addi�onal research that it feels necessary. 

• Clarify previous assump�ons held by the Town regarding the loss of Municipal Street Aid (MSA) if the 

town priva�zed the streets involved. 

• Discuss pros and cons of con�nuing or modifying the current prac�ce. 

The commi�ee met over the last few months and reviewed the results and comments in the Town Survey 

and analyzed previous traffic surveys and other relevant documents.  Based on a thorough review of the cur-

rent restric�on and other alterna�ves, the commi�ee made their recommenda�on.  A copy of the report 

can be obtained on the Bulle�n Board page of the Town website. 

The Mayor and Council thanked the commi�ee for all the �me and effort they put into their report and rec-

ommenda�on.
